Question: Is there any data about diseases in this presentation or is this a hypothesis? MRS. JULIA DROEGE
Answer: This is a real problem. The possibly most dangerous one is sycomegoloman. Every lesson in school they must control about hygiene. They have to use disposable gloves but they did not wash their hands. It is not common but yes we have problems like that.

Answer: There is a different type of department about security for schools because this is a different guardian, but there is good relationship and cooperation between the police and security they have special training programs, but this is not her working area.

Question: Is there a special department or unit for childen in their country?

Answer: They do not have a special department or unit but they have a network between police and social services.

Question: Are these centers special to boys between 13-15 ages?

Answer: According to the traditional structure of Gaziantep City, families are more protected for girls than boys. In Gaziantep it is really difficult to find any girl who lives on the street.

Discussion and Evaluation of Working Group 3 Health

1. The City of Gaziantep adopted the seven goals in the Network Strategy as an official programme in its municipal  assembly. This can be a good start for the network. Now we can start to speak about WG3 and general network.

2. It is the 20th anniversary of the Convention. What can a municipality implement to make ‘Child Rights Proclamation’ real? Municipalies have limits but there are somethings to do. For example State Government is responsible for Education, so municipality has care of kindergartens, so there could be steps for municipality.

3. Mrs. Irini Valsamaki proposed adopting the topic “Environment” as a topic for the WG. Health is related to environmental conditions but we do not have a subject about environment so we can think about it. We should adopted environment as a sub-subject under health instead of create a new one. May be other groups can put environment as to their area (pollution, environmental education)

4. The idea of a common activity for all Network members on a specific annual date was discussed
Branka Renko Silov: We can make this for all groups as a synergy in all Europe. What can we do now for all other cities?

Ibrahim Evrim: We can select a day under Cities for Childen and we can choose a common subject.

Branka Renko Silov: On World Health Day, 7th April, the WG 3 can do something for children.

Irini Valsamaki: May be we can do it at the Anniversary of the Founding Forum in Stuttgart.

Bernd Seifert: In Cologne we have many activities on the World Day of Children’s Rights. We could present the Netowrk there. 

3. The idea of an Action Plan for the WG as a starting point for joint action was discussed. 
How we can start for the action plan to make it real or what procedure can we start to make it usable?

Ibrahim Evrim: We can start from Children’s Rights Unit before to be a childfriendly city so each municipality can open this unit under the related department or individually.

The other subject is assemblies for children but they are not too active. We are waiting for your proposal for an action plan.

Irini Valsamaki: We can prepare a draft of the Action Plan and everybody see it whan we can do. Because organization means expenses. We can communicate via internet. An announcement, then try to do guidelines and try to stimulate for each city. We have to write a draft programme.

Branka Renko Silov: Health and prevention, we should focus on these two subjects.

Irini Valsamaki: Nutrition is also a subject but it is not easy didactable so we can choose another activity.

Ibrahim Evrim: Open air activities. It is good for obesity.

George Tsiftis: We can also choose two or three subjects under these three topics so we can speak about too many things. For example: vaccination.

Ibrahim Evrim: Metabolic sickness also can be issue, we have too many in Gaziantep because of marriage between relatives.

Branka Renko Silov: We have really common problems with other cities. For example nowadays all children have allergies.
George Tsiftis: Because they are all under high protection. 

Ibrahim Evrim: Also children spend too many time in front of telly this is also about health.

Bernd Seifert: 0-14 are all children. What kind of children we are speaking and focusing? Really small children or about all children and what does health mean to you? Physical or social health?

Conclusions for the Action Plan:

· Important areas: Nutrition, Physical activities, Health (also mental), Prevention, Environmental,Child Rights
· The three pillars, Promotion, Prevention and Protection were proposed as guiding principles for the WG and perhaps for the whole Network

· In terms of different focus groups, such as gifted or mentally or physically disabled children, it was said that inclusion should be the guiding principle

· Mrs. Iwona Iwanicka proposed using the WHO definition of Health for the Working Groups: Mental, physical and social. 
· A draft of the Action Plan on the basis of the discussions during the WG meeting will be sent to the group members for modification
