Project title:      Myself and the others on the road



Project Duration: 12 months
Context 
(Issue to be addressed)
The more and more complicated situation on the road, the increased number of vehicles from one side ,and the low level of behavioural culture on the road of the participants in the traffic has challenged us to look for  varied methods and tools for education of the children in traffic safety.

The main task of training within this project is building the right behavioural models with the children and students and awareness rising of the social importance of the road safety.
The model of safe behaviour acquired at early child age and the everyday exercises on this topic would to a high extent guarantee the life and health of the students

Aims and Target Groups
a) Project objectives

The education and training of children and students on traffic safety is aimed at educating a transport related culture and forming skills for safe life on the road. It is not possible to reach that aim only with traditional methods and tools and didactics organisational forms.
· Preserving children’s health and life, bringing to a minimum the preconditions for accidents involving children.

· Building right behavioural models with the children.

· Raising the  efficiency of results of training on traffic safety
· Raising awareness of   children about social importance of safe behaviour in the street and on the road 

b) Target groups

Students of Zheleznik School: 29 children from prep. class, 312 pupils from initial stage, 282 from elementary stage education  
Methods
The education and training in Traffic safety and road safety is a social learning where the practical skills are leading. Those skills are formed mainly by imitation, personal experience, and exercises. Safe behaviour is attained through situations in which the trainees learn to understand, apply, estimate and manage practical abilities needed in the modern road situation.
The training in road safety in schools gives the children competences about the road environment elements ‘man – vehicle – road’.  Didactic materials are used – training notebooks and panels as compulsory for the efficiency of the educative   process. The use of new interactive method of education plays an important role. A bank of pedagogical presentations related to different age groups peculiarities is created. Different quizzes and games are part of the learning process on road safety. The school also possess models of road signs, light-reflecting ribbons and vests, specialised notebooks and test sheets for learning the traffic rules, signs for applied cycling etc. There is a hall with models of streets, crossroads, bus stops and other elements of road environment. This allows to perform training of algorithms and demonstration of abilities. The children can watch and correct the behaviour of their school-mates.
The week 23 March – 27 March was announced as a week of road safety in Zheleznik School. Different initiatives and competitions on road safety were organised as part of the project as well as an exhibition with children’s drawing on this subject.
Evaluation

Expected results

1. Use of innovation methods of teaching and training the children with the purpose to build safe behaviour in the street, discipline and responsibility.
2. Raising the transport related culture and discipline of young cyclists, skater etc.

3. Raising awareness of parents and  society as a whole of the special need to protect the life and health of the children participants  in the traffic.
4. Improving the transport infrastructure and road signalisation in the school areas

5. Raising teachers’ qualification in road and traffic safety.

Sustainability
a. Technical

     Technical and didactical appliances /traffic-lights, school ground, copying machine, panels/ will be used not less than 4 years as visual aids for education in traffic safety.
b. Management

    The staff involved in the project will acquire skills of developing and implementing projects. They gains skills for future project management, multiply the success, encourage  students initiatives.

c. Social

Achievement of project objectives has a social impact  as protection of children’s health and life is a prime concern of the society and in particular of the school. 

d. Financial

Further modernization, equipping and renovation of the hall and the ground dedicated to those activities

The project cost is 2600 BGN (equal to 1300 Euro), financed  by the Community Donation Fund of Stara Zagora and the Zheleznic School Board of Trusees.
